Back at the beginning of my bridge career, like many players, the first squeeze | ever ran was accidental. | was in 3NT and had
lost the first four tricks and only had eight sure tricks. | won the lead at trick five and started to play all of my top tricks. Near the
end of my run, one of my opponents began taking longer and longer to play. They were being squeezed, and | didn’t even know
it. After that, | was hooked on squeezes.

The first element of a squeeze is the mystery of rectifying the count. This simply means you have to lose enough tricks to get
within one trick of what you want. Let’s say you are in 2NT. You need eight tricks to make your contract, and you can see only
seven. In order for a squeeze to work properly, you're going to have to lose five tricks. Trust me on this. If you don't lose your
tricks first, the opponents will still have “idle” cards that they can throw away. Losing tricks on purpose is just something you
have to get used to in bridge.

Another element of squeeze play is knowing the difference between a threat suit and a non-threat suit.
For example: & AKQ ¥ 962
or
& 873 o AKQJ
are non-threat suits. You can't get any more tricks out of the spades than three and no more than four out of the club suit. On
the other hand, a threat suit could be:
+ AK87 ¥ A3
or
+ Q32 w2
If an opponent with four diamonds has to throw one away, you've got an extra trick. In the heart suit above, if the opponents
throw away enough hearts, once again you have an extra trick. By the way, if you don’t have at least 2 threat suits you don’t
have a squeeze.

The best arrangement for the threat suits is to have one in the dummy and one in your hand. That way, either opponent can be
squeezed. With both threat suits in one hand only the person who plays before the threat suits can be squeezed. After the
count is rectified, play your non-threat suits first. This can be hard for a player to do. After all, don’t we want to see if our 4-3 suit
breaks 3-3? Trust me again, you will find out on card thirteen if one of your threat suits is coming home.

Let's look at a complete hand:

After a INT opener by South and Stayman by North, you arrive at 3NT. The opponents quickly take the first four tricks in the
heart suit with East playing the d.9 on the fourth heart. You can throw a club from dummy and a diamond from your hand. Why
can’t you throw a spade from dummy? If you throw a spade you have changed a threat suit into a non-threat suit. Notice that
you have eight tricks for sure, 4 clubs, 3 spades and 1 diamond. You are within 1 trick of what you need to make 3NT. The
opponents have rectified the count for you.

At trick five, the play is d.8, 6, Q and you win the Ace. You have 2 threat suits: the spades in dummy and the diamonds in your
hand. Note that the d.10 is the same value as the diamond Jack in dummy; therefore, you can throw away the Jack from
dummy. The non-threat suit is clubs. Play the non-threat suit first. As you run the club suit ending in your hand, the only card
you need to watch for is the King of diamonds. Don'’t even worry about counting the spade suit. This is the position when you
play the last club from your hand.

When you play the club Jack, throw the diamond Jack from the dummy. Remember the only card you are looking for is the
diamond King. If the King is played on the last club, the 10 is good in your hand. If West keeps the diamond King, a spade will
have to be discarded and the long spade in dummy will be good at trick thirteen. Often, the squeeze card is the last trump in
your hand. Many players who have run the squeeze perfectly up to that point just cannot part with the last trump. It is their
security blanket. Have courage, play that last trump and make your contract.
